Andrew, Chinnor on resignation f Mast Robert Aischam 20 January a pension of £9 

reserved to resignant. 

1534 26 Gan (sic) 8 the Lord John Incent Rector. The rectory valued at £27. Ded not 

for Synod als and procuration 10/7. In pension fo the Prior of Wallingford 9/- sum £26
